Study Scripture INDUCTIVELY: 
The inductive study method is a process that 

allows Scripture to speak for itself. It emphasizes 
careful observation, accurate interpretation, and 
personal application. This method equips you to 

study the Bible with depth and clarity. 

Observation – What does the text say? 
•   Read the passage multiple times. 
•   Identify key words, phrases, and repeated  
     ideas. 
•   Look for contrasts, comparisons, and  
     cause-effect relationships. 
•    Note the people, places, events, and  
     chronology. 
•   Ask: Who? What? When? Where? Why? How?
